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MARION COUNTY FAIR ASSOCIATION
GENERAL RULES

Absolutely NO PETS are allowed on the fairgrounds during
the fair.

RULE 1
INTERPRETATIONS, AMENDMENTS, VIOLATIONS
Section 1 – The Marion County Fair Association reserves to the

Board the final and absolute right to interpret these rules and
regulations and arbitrate, settle, and determine all matters, ques-
tions, and differences in regard to or otherwise arising out of,
connection with, or incident to the fair.

Section 2 – In no case shall the Marion County Fair Association,
it’s manager, or any party connected with this organization be
held responsible for any loss, damage, accident, injury, or death
from any cause of people, property, animals, or disease while
they or their property are on the fair grounds or any other place
at any time. The Fair Association will use all reasonable vigi-
lance in the care and protection of all entries while in charge of
the fair. Law enforcement will be on the grounds during the fair.

Section 3 – The Marion County Fair Board hereby gives notifica-
tion that alcoholic beverages are strictly prohibited on the fair
grounds. Violators will be subject to city and state ordinances
concerning alcohol on public property. 

Section 4 – Any person who violates any rules of the fair, or spe-
cial rules will forfeit all premiums and privileges and be subject
to such penalty as the Board may order. 

Section 5 – If it be ascertained that any exhibitor has in an inappro-
priate manner taken exception to the judge or any officer of the
Marion County Fair Association for premiums or exhibiting on
grounds, the person shall be asked to leave the grounds.

Section 6 – The Marion County Executive Fair Board will consider
all appeals duly filed in writing and verified, if so required. It
must be filed with the manager before the close of the show and
must be in plain language stating the facts whereon such protest
is made. The Executive Board will consider any protests imme-
diately after the show and the manager will announce the deci-
sion to both parties in the contest. The premium contested will
be forfeited in case the judge’s decision is sustained.

RULE 2
SUPERINTENDENTS AND JUDGING
Section 1 – A Superintendent will be appointed for each division,

whose duty it shall be to receive exhibits, properly classify them,
and assist the judges. Assistants will be appointed where needed. 

Section 2 – Entries will be judged on the first day of the fair. Each
entry will be judged by the standards and independently within
its class. Entries will not be judged against one another.

Section 3 – Exhibitors and observers are not to interrupt the judg-
ing in process. Questions may be asked of the superintendent
after the class has been judged, and then the judge is to explain
the process in question.

Section 4 – A judge, at his/her discretion, may withhold any or all
prize money if an article, or animal, in his/her judgment, is not
worthy of award.  In classes where there is no competition, the
first prize will be awarded, if deemed worthy by the judge.

Section 5 – Each division of Open Class may award a Grand and
Reserve Champion ribbon for the highest quality entries in the
division. If no entries are worthy of these awards neither is re-
quired to be given. No special prize money will accompany
these awards unless specified.



RULE 3
EXHIBITORS DUTIES AND PRIVILEGES
Section 1 – All entrants must comply with the general and individ-

ual division’s rules. Entries will be limited to those exhibitors
living in Marion County. No article may be entered after having
been previously entered in this fair.  Entries will be limited to
those exhibitors living in Marion County.

Section 2 – Entry time for all open class exhibits will be as fol-
lows: Floriculture: Check in Friday from 7:30-9 am only.
Foods: Check-in Friday morning from 7:30-9 am. All Others:
Check-in Thursday evening from 6-8 pm. An attempt to enter
any item not listed in the catalog will be made in order to give
opportunity for all entries. No article may be entered after hav-
ing been previously entered in this fair.

Section 3 – Any case not provided for in the rules shall be referred
to each division’s superintendent and the manager for a decision.

Section 4 – All exhibits should remain intact from entry time on
Thursday until removal Saturday at 4:00 pm of the fair. ANY
ENTRIES REMAINING ON THE GROUNDS AFTER
THE TIME OF REMOVAL AT 5:30 PM SUNDAY OF THE
FAIR WILL BE EITHER DISPOSED OF OR DONATED.

Section 5 – The manager and/or the Fair Board reserves the right to
remove any exhibit that may have been falsely entered, or
deemed unsuitable or objectionable. Furthermore, the fair board
may remove any sign, banner, identification mark or signature or
advertising matter of any kind which may be deemed objection-
able by them without giving any reason thereof, including con-
cessions.

RULE 4
PRIZE MONEY
Section 1 – All prize money earned for entries must be picked at

the fairgrounds by 5:30 pm Saturday of the fair at the time of
removing entries. All entrants must sign for all accumulative
prize money and pick up said prize money on Saturday at the
designated open class payout table in the 4-H building on the
fairgrounds.  FAILURE TO REPORT FOR PAYOUT DUR-
ING THIS TIME IS TO FORFEIT ALL PRIZE MONEY.

Section 2 – Prize money will NOT BE PAID for Grand and/or Re-
serve Champion ribbons.

Section 3 - Prize money awarded will be subject to proration of the
Marion County Fair Association (in case entries exceed expecta-
tions).

RULE 5
ANIMAL EXHIBITS
Section 1 – Special care will be taken that no animal having a com-

municable disease of any nature shall enter the grounds at any
time. If any show symptoms of disease
or illness during the fair they will need
to be removed from the premises by
their owners. 

RULE 6
MARION COUNTY 4-H 
Section 1 – 4-H entries and exhibits to be

in compliance with the 4-H regulations.
Section 2 – General Rule 1, sections 1-6

are applicable to the 4-H entrants.

RULE 7
MISCELLANEOUS
Section 1 – The Marion County Fair Asso-

ciation reserves the right to amend and
add to these rules, as they, in their judg-
ment, may deem applicable. In the event
of conflict of general or special rules, the
later will govern.

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4-H Division
GENERAL RULES & REGULATIONS

 1.    All exhibits must be work of 4-Her for the current year, includ-
ing any typing, lettering, etc.

 2.    4-H club members may exhibit only in the project and phase
they are enrolled in. 

 3.    This opportunity to exhibit 4-H projects is provided for
bonafide 4-H members of Marion County. A bonafide member
is a boy or girl of 4-H age and not yet 19 years of age as of Jan-
uary 1 of the current year.

 4.    Pre-entries are due by July 11 for all exhibits.
 5.    Each exhibitor is limited to 2 exhibits in each phase or class in

all divisions unless specified otherwise in division rules. 
 6.    Exhibits will be placed in purple, blue, red and white categories.
 7.    Members will cooperate with superintendents, follow their in-

structions, and abide by their decisions. In case the exhibitor
objects to an interpretation of the rules, objection must be made
to the SUPERINTENDENT. If determined to be necessary, the
superintendent may refer to the 4-H Council, and/or agents
which is the final authority in rules interpretation.

 8.    All exhibits must be in place by 8 pm Thursday unless other-
wise specified. No exhibits are to be removed before 4 pm Sat-
urday.

 9.    Registrations for State Fair encampment must be made by Au-
gust 13.

10.   No 4-Her will be allowed to have in possession or consume any
alcoholic beverage on the fairgrounds. 4-Hers violating this rule
will be barred from showing or exhibiting that year and the law
enforcement will be notified.

11.    4-H exhibitors (individual or group) should avoid using copy-
righted materials whenever possible by originating his/her own
work. A 4-H member or group should use with caution, a copy-
righted and/or trademark product or service (a brand name, label
or product).

12.   All 4-H premium money will be sent to club leaders for disper-
sal soon after the fair.

PROJECT AUCTION RULES
 1.    Any 4-H member NOT participating in the livestock auction

may sell a project item exhibited at the fair.
2.   Only those items receiving a purple, blue or red ribbon may be

sold. White ribbon items may not be sold.
3.   4-H members may sell only one item.
4.   4-H members must be present to sell their items.
5.   No live animals may be sold in the project auction.
6.   Perishable items such as food and garden items MUST BE re-

placed with fresh items for the sale. 
7.   The project item sold must have been judged at the current years

fair.
8.   Members must notify the 4-H fair office NO LATER than

noon on Friday what item they are selling.
9.   When you have sold your project item it no longer belongs

to you. Therefore that item cannot be exhibited at any other
fair; including the State Fair. 

10.  All sales will be final and binding.
GENERAL LIVESTOCK RULES & REGULATIONS
 1.    Read general rules and regulations.
 2.   Livestock exhibitors will follow specie dress code require-

ments. If none, they are to wear nice jeans, a collared shirt with
sleeves and close toed shoes.

 3.    Animals shown in the market classes are not eligible to show
in breeding classes and vice versa.

 4.    Each exhibitor is limited to 2 exhibits in each class unless oth-
erwise specified in division rules. Any additional animals will
be sent home. Dairy may not exhibit more than 2 animals per
class.

 5.    4-Hers must exhibit their own animals with these 2 exceptions:
(1) 4-Her has 2 animals in same class; (2) 4-Her is ill or injured.
Another 4-Her may then exhibit the animal.

 6.    No livestock projects are automatically entered in the State
Fair. Those wishing to show there are responsible for mak-
ing entries at the Marion County 4-H Fair Office during the
fair. Entries for the State Fair in the beef, sheep, and swine
projects are due July 15th in the State Fair Office.

 7.    Club members entering showmanship MUST own and fit the
animals entered in the event.

 8.    Each exhibitor MUST groom their own animal and may use
the assistance of an immediate family member (mother, father,
legal guardian, brother or sister) or of another 4-H member who
is an exhibitor at the show.

 9.    4-H Livestock Sale: 4-Hers enrolled in a market animal class
may sell one of the following market species: beef, sheep,
swine, rabbit meat pen, market goat through the premium auc-
tion. Others may be sold at floor price, if 4-H Office is notified.

10.   INTENT TO SELL MARKET ANIMALS MUST BE MADE
BY NOON ON Friday, except for sheep & meat goats who can
notify intent at the conclusion of meat goat and sheep show.
Any animals not reported will not be allowed to sell through
the auction or at floor price.

11.    The Extension staff reserves the right to select any livestock ex-
hibited by 4-Hers for the judging contest. Exhibitors must notify
the Extension staff at check-in time if they do not want their an-
imals to be used for the contest.

12.   WITHDRAWAL TIMES FOR DRUGS, GROWTH
PROMOT ANTS AND OTHER APPROVED MATERI-
ALS: Exhibitors, their parents, leaders and instructors have
a serious responsibility to use animal health aids (drugs),
growth promotants and any other approved materials with
great care, and only when needed and in correct amounts.
Approved withdrawal times are set and must be followed
to assure that meat consumers receive wholesome food.
Market livestock will not be allowed to show without a com-
pleted certificate signed by an exhibitor and parent or
guardian.

13.   The giving of an oral or injected diuretic, growth promotant
or other medication not approved for any domestic animal
constitutes an unethical practice.

14.   The use of tranquilizers in show animals falls under the cat-
egory of extra label use and requires a veterinary-client re-
lationship. Any extra label drug use by lay people without
a veterinary-client relationship is illegal. The use of tran-
quilizers simply to calm excitable food producing show an-
imals is unethical.

15.   Exhibitors who abuse an animal may be barred from show-
ing and will forfeit any premium, ribbon or prize won. The
word abuse includes: beating, slapping, using an electric
prod, forcing a lamb into a solid object in an attempt to
make the animal brace more firmly. Bracing a lamb by
holding the front feet off the ground also constitutes abuse.

16.   Superintendents and fair officials may determine that any
exhibitor who has tampered with or who inhumanely
abuses an animal may be barred from showing and will for-
feit any premium, ribbon or prizes won.

LIVESTOCK HEALTH REQUIREMENTS

All animals shall be free of clinical signs of infectious or contagious
disease. Cattle and goats determined by superintendents to have le-
sions of ringworm, warts or infested with mange will not be permit-
ted to show. A negative pseudorabies and brucellosis test are not
required for Kansas origin swine. Sheep shall be free of any signs of
“sore mouth” and free of signs of active fungal (ringworm) infection,
including club lamb fungus. Poultry must have a negative test for
pullorum typhoid to be eligible for exhibit. 

HERDSMANSHIP 

Clubs will be judged continually during the fair with awards given
for the best display in beef, dairy, swine and sheep divisions. All
awards will be announced at the 4-H livestock sale. Clubs will be
judged on the following points daily. Ratings will be posted daily.

of disease or which are otherwise dangerous to other animals
being shown.

 4.    Club members must be present to weigh animals. Committee
will not be responsible for animals whose owners are not pres-
ent.

 5.    No animals under 1050 pounds can be sold in the 4-H livestock
auction.

 6.    Beef weigh-in will be from 8:00-9:00 am Thursday.
 7.    Beef exhibits can be released Saturday at 4 pm
 8.    Market steers must be born after January 1, 2016.
 9.    A 4-Her may show no more than three (3) market steers.
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10.   Artificial coloring of hair, from the flank up, will NOT be al-
lowed. No false hair, twine or foreign materials may be used.

11.   Livestock exhibitors are to wear nice jeans, a collard shirt with
sleeves and close toed shoes.

BREEDING BEEF
Class 1 – Junior heifer calves, calved after January 1 of current 

year.
Class 2 – Senior heifer calves, calved between September 1 and

December 31 of previous year.
Class 3 – Summer yearling heifers, calved between May 1 and Au-

gust 31 of previous year.
Class 4 – Senior yearling heifers, calved between January 1 and

April 30 of previous year.
Class 5 – Senior yearling heifers, calved between September 1 and

December 31 of previous 2 years.
Champion Female – Open to first and second place animal in each

breed (Must receive blue ribbon to be eligible)
Supreme Champion Female- Selected from breed champions.
Class 6 – Cow-calf pair (Both cow and calf will be shown.)

Blue $7.50/ Red $6.00/ White $4.50

MARKET BEEF
Classification for judging will be made by beef committee at

weigh in. Steers will be divided by weight within breeds to ac-
commodate the show ring. Show order will be posted.

Class 4601 – DC Electric Projects Electric projects with a battery
or direct current power source. This class includes electric kits
or original projects. This class also includes demonstration DC
powered projects. Examples include: wiring two or three way
switches, difference between series/parallel lighting circuits or
wiring doorbells switches. All DC electric projects must include
batteries supplied by 4-Her. Projects must be constructed such
that the judges have access to examine the quality of wiring
workmanship.

Class 4602 – Electronics Projects. Electronic projects with a bat-
tery or direct current power source. This class includes elec-
tronic kits or original projects. Examples include radios,
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telephones, toy robots, light meters, security systems, etc. May
be constructed using printed circuit board, wire wrap, or bread-
board techniques. Include instruction/assembly manual if from a
kit. Include plans if an original project Projects must be con-
structed such that the judges have access to examine the quality
of wiring workmanship

Class 4603 – Educational Display or Poster. This class includes
any educational displays or science fair projects which DO
NOT have a power source, i.e. posters or displays of wire types,
conduit types electrical safety, tool or motor arts identification
or electrical terminology. Posters must be a standard 22” x 28”
size. Displays must be on a commercial standard 3’ x 4’ tri-fold
display board and must be legible from a distance of four feet.
Displays must fit on a square folding card table which the ex-
hibitor provides.

COLLECTION CLASSES
General Guidelines

 1.    Exhibits are to be placed by 8:00 pm Thursday, Attach com-
pleted 4-H label to exhibit. 

 2.    All entries should be submitted in an 18x24x3.5 inch wooden
display box with a clear plastic top. Boxes can be handmade or
purchased as long as they are of the correct size and do not have
a glass top. 

 3.    During the transition, Orders & family names should follow the
taxonomy either

        a) As printed in “Insects in Kansas’ book or
        b) As printed on the “Insects in Kansas Book: 2016 Revised

Taxonomy,” which follows www.bugguide.net
        Project members are encouraged to progress toward option b

by 2019 or as revised “Insects in Kansas” book is available. 
 4.    Each exhibitor is required to identify each box with two iden-

tification labels bearing exhibitor’s name, county or district, the
collection class 4-Her is enrolled in and statement of taxonomy
used: 

        a) “Insects in Kansas” book or
        b) “Insects in Kansas Book: 2016 Revised Taxonomy,” which

follows www.bugguide.net
        One label goes in the upper left corner of the box (inside) and

the other on the lower right corner of the box (outside.) Arrange
specimens in the box so it can be displayed lengthwise. 

 5.    The number of orders, specimens (and families where required)
must be included on both of exhibitor’s box identification la-
bels. Only adult specimens can be used in collection boxes;
however, one female and one male of a species correctly iden-
tified can be displayed.  

 6.    Arrangement of specimens: The preferred method is to arrange
the insects in groups or rows parallel to the short sides of the
box. Arrangements that run lengthwise of the box are frequently
downgraded in judging. Specimens are to be arranged by order
in the box, then family where required. The sequence arrange-
ment of the Orders in the box willbe left up to the member. It is
suggested to put the Lepidoptera and Coleoptera in the center
of the collection (for Intermediate and Advanced Classes to put
these two orders in a box.) Then work the other orders around
them. 

 7.    For each collection class, two labels will be centered on the pin
beneath each specimen. First (closest to the specimen) is the
common name label and the sec ond label should include
date/locality. Full county name, state abbreviation and collector
name on the second label are encouraged for 2016 and will be
required by 2019. Collector’s name on the date/locality label is
optional.

 8.   The specimens should be collected by the exhibitor and should
focus on Kansas insects. Insects may be collected from one
county into bordering states and labeled accordingly. Other
specimens from the United States may be included as long as
they are properly labeled and placed in a separate section of the
box labeled “Out of State Insects.” These specimens will not
be included in the count for judging/scoring. Emphasis in judg-
ing will be placed on the overall variety of insects represented
in the collection, accuracy of identification, skill and technique
acquired in mounting of specimens and overall arrangement
and appearance of the collection. 
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9.     Only specimens of the class insecta should be included. This
means specimens from Arachnids, such as spiders, millipedes,
centipedes, ticks, mites, etc. will not be judged or included in
overall specimen county. 

10.   Purchased insects are not to be exhibited in collections, but they
may be used in educational displays.

11.    Speciments of soft body insects such as aphids, lice, termites,
etc. should be exhibited in alcohol filled vials; however, the use
of alcohol filled vials should be limited to only specimens that
lose their shape when pinned, since the vials pose a significant
hazard to the rest of the collection if they become loose in tran-
sit. 

12.   Points will be deducted from collections and notebooks if:
        a. Non insects and out of state specimens are not in a designated

“display only” area.
        b. Any specimens are immature.
*Class 200 – New Collector Exhibit
4-Hers may participate for 1 to 2 years. Display boxes may consist

of 1 to 2 small cigar boxes without lids and covered with clear
plastic wrap. A standard display box may also be used. Number
of species – 15 minimum, 30 maximum. Number of orders – 6
minimum. Labels to the insect orders are required and must be
pinned to the bottom of the box(es).

Class 4900 – Beginning I Entomology Exhibit
Display in one standard box a minimum of 50 and maximum of

125 species representing at least 7 orders. Follow the general
guidelines listed for Collections. Members can exhibit in this
class a maximum of 3 years, or until they receive a purple rib-
bon at the Kansas State Fair, whichever comes first. 

Class 4901 -Beginning II Entomology Exhibit
Display in one standard box a minimum of 75 and maximum of

150 species representing at least 9 orders. Follow the general
guidelines listed for Collections. Members can exhibit in this
class a maximum of 3 years, or until they receive a purple rib-
bon at the Kansas State Fair, whichever comes first. 

Class 4903 - Intermediate Entomology Collection
Display a minimum of 100 and a maximum of 300 species repre-

On a piece of paper list
what you did to improve your collection during the current year.
Examples: what insects did you add or replace; what orders
and/or families you added; what Leadership you provided in this
project; and/oro what insects you have studied. Attach paper to
the back of one of the display boxes. Members may continue to
exhibit in this class at the Kansas State Fair for an unrestricted
number of years as long as they remain eligible for 4-H mem-
bership.

 4.   Each exhibitor is required to identify the notebook by placing
a Title Page in the front of the notebook bearing the exhibitor’s
name, county or district and class 4-Her is enrolled in and state-
ment of taxonomy used:

        a) as printed in “Insects in Kansas” book or
        b) as printed on the “Insects in Kansas Book: 2016 Revised

Taxonomy,” which follows www.bugguide.net
        The number of orders, specimens and families (required in In-

termediate and Advanced classes) must also be included on the
Title Page.)

 5.   Specimen pages should be grouped according to order and
should include one page per species. If more than one insect is
in the photo, an arrow to indicate identified insect should be
used. 

 6.    Date, common name, full county name, and state abbreviation
should be included for each species. Collection’s name on the
specimen page is optional. 

 7.    Specimen pages should have two different views of the insect
if possible. If pictures are taken on different dates/localities, in-
clude information for both.

 8.   A statement describing the habitat where found /hose plant may
be included and is encouraged and will be worth a bonus 10
points total, not per page. For Intermediate and Advanced note-
books, this is strongly encouraged.

 9.   A divider page is to be placed in front of each order of insects
with the order name printed on the tab for a page and also on
front of the divider page.

10.   For the Intermediate and Advanced classes, insects also are to
be grouped by family behind each order divider.

11.   If the exhibitor has been in the same class for more than one
year, a separate sheet of paper needs to be added stating how
many years the exhibitor has been in this class of the project
and what the exhibitor did this year to improve their notebook.
Place the paper just behind the Title Page in the front of the
notebook. 

12.   A special project must be completed each year and included in
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the notebook. See Project guideline materials for specification.
Class 4907 – Introductory Entomology Notebook
Display a minimum of 10 and a maximum of 30 insect species rep-

resenting at least 6 different orders. Follow the general guide-
lines listed for Notebooks, including the Special project. A 4-H
member must be of minimum age to compete at the Kansas
State Fair. A 4-H member may exhibit in this class for a maxi-
mum of two years. 

Class 4908 – Beginning Entomology Notebook
Display a minimum of 20 and a maximum of 60 insect species rep-

resenting at least 7 different orders. Follow the general guide-
lines listed for all Notebooks, including the Special Project. 

Class 4909 – Intermediate Entomology Notebook
Display a minimum of 60 and a maximum of 100 species repre-

senting at least 9 orders. Follow the general guidelines listed for
Notebooks, including the Special Project. In addition, family
identification is required for all insects in any two of the follow-
ing six orders. (Only twowill be counted for judging.)

a) “Insects in Kansas” book - Orthoptera, Hemiptera, Ho-
moptera, Cleoptera, Hymenoptera, and /or Diptera or

b) “Insects in Kansas Book: 2016 Revised Taxonomy,”
which follows www.bugguide.net - Orthoptera, Hemiptera, Ho-
moptera, Cleoptera, Hymenoptera, and /or Diptera

Class 4910 – Advanced Entomology Notebook
Display a minimum of 100 and a maximum of 200 species repre-

senting at least 12 orders. Follow the general rules listed for
Notebooks, including Special project. Follow the general guide-
lines listed for Notebooks. Family identification is required for
all insects belonging to the six basic orders as outlined under the
Intermediate phase. Only families in the above six orders will be
counted for judging. Family identification of insects in the re-
maining order is optional, but desirable as long as accuracy is
maintained. Members may continue to exhibit in this class for an
unrestricted number of years as long as they remain eligible for
4-H membership.

EDUCATIONAL DISPLAY CLASSES
General Guidelines

 1.    All entries should be submitted in an 18x24x3.5 inch wooden
display box with a clear plastic top (such as plexiglass.) Boxes
can be handmade or purchased as long as they are of the correct
size. Arrange display in the box so the box can be displayed
lengthwise. 

 2.    Each exhibitor is required to identify each box by placing two
identification lables bearing exhibitor’s name, county or district
and the class in the box. One label goes in the upper left corner
of the box (inside) and the other on the lower right corner of
the box (outside.) Information on numbers and kinds of insects
is not needed for educational exhibits. 

 3.   Displays may consist of specialized groups of insects or their
close relatives, or relate to any aspect of their behavior, biology
or ecology.  

 4.   Displays should be presented in a clear, concise and interesting
manner.  

 5.    Displays should include only work performed during the cur-
rent year.   

 6.    Title of the exhibit should be indicated inside the box.
 7.    The purpose of the project is to learn more about the impor-

tance, life cycles, biology, ecology, diversity, etc. of insects and
related arthropods. Subject matter can be as varied as the ani-
mals themselves.  

 8.   Creativity is encouraged!

Class 4902 – Beginning Educational Display
Class for individuals that are exhibiting in the Beginning I and II

Collection or Beginning Notebook Classes. If only exhibiting in
this category, then ages 9-12. Follow the general rules listed for
the Educational displays.

Attach

completed 4-H label to exhibit.

 3.    All specimens are to be arranged across the narrow (18”) di-

mension of the exhibit box, making the 18” across the top and
24” deep on the sides.

 4.    Limited to 1 collection exhibit and 1 educational exhibit.
 5.    Specimens should be labeled with number of specimens, date

collected, specimen name or description and locality (county)
where collected.  

 6.    For classes 5200-5203, specimens should be mounted in box
by proper groups – rocks, minerals, fossils.  Fossils must be
identified to the Phylum, Class and Genus level. Genus name
is to begin with a capital letter. Species name is all lower case.
Genus and species names must either be italicized or under-
lined, not both. The words “phylum, class, and genus” on labels
are to be spelled out, not abbreviated. More than one specimen
of the same kind of rock or mineral or species of a fossil may
be exhibited if this duplication represents different geological
formations. Specimen label must show this distinction. (Fort
Hays limestone, not just limestone, calcite from the Greenhorn
Formation, not just calcite; Phylum: Brachiopoda Class: Artic-
ulata Genus: Composita from the Morrill Limestone Member,
not just Phylum: Brachipoda Class; Ariculata Genus: Com-
posita.)

 7.    For geology classes 5200, 5201, 5202, 5203 and 5205, all spec-
imens must be collected (not purchased) from locations in
Kansas, with the exception of Tri-State Mining Area speciments
collected from these three adjacent counties: Ottawa County,
OK; Newton and Jasper Counties, MO. Other out of state spec-
iments will not count in the mimimum number for the class,
nor will they be considered for the judging. 

8.    Judge may select 1 champion and 1 reserve from overall
classes: 

Class 5200 – Geology– At least 15 different rocks, minerals or fossils
collected during the current 4-H year. Limited to 1 exhibit box
with plexiglass cover. Only those exhibiting for the first time
may enter this class. 

Class 5201 – Geology– At least 30 different rocks, minerals or fos-
sils; at least 5 of each. Fifteen must be collected during the cur-
rent 4-H year. Limited to 1 exhibit box. This class is open to
those exhibiting either first or second time. 

Class 5202 – Geology– Display at least 45 different rocks, miner-
als or fossils at least 5 of each.; at least 15 specimens of current
year’s work. Limited to 2 boxes with plexiglass cover. Rocks
must be identified as igneous, metamorphic or sedimentary.
These rock types must be spelled out on labels or have a legible
key. This class open only to those exhibiting either the third or
fourth time. 

Class 5203 – Geology– Display at least 60 rocks, minerals, or fos-
sils, at least 5 of each. Exhibit limited to two boxes with plexi-
glass cover. Exhibit must include approximately 15 specimens
of current year’s work. Rocks must be identified as igneous,
metamorphic or sedimentary. These rock types must be spelled
out on labels or have a legible key. This class is open only to
those exhibiting their fifth or more time.

Class 5204 – Geology – Educational Exhibit – Special display re-
lating geology to everyday living; or to mineral test, rock forma-
tion, geological history, species of fossil, forms of 1 mineral,
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variation of 1 kind of rock, archeological artifacts or Indian arti-
facts. Exhibit limited to 4 feet of table space. Must be pre-en-
tered at the Extension Office by July 11.

Class 5205 – Mineralogy - Display a minimum of 15 mineral spec-
imens collected in Kansas, at least 5 of which have been col-
lected during the current 4-H year. The minerals are to be
grouped by mineral class (i.e.: carbonates, oxides, silicates) and
at least 3 classes must be represented. Use a standard geology
display box. The specimens must be labeled with the number of
specimen, date collected, name of specimen, date collected,
county where collected and chemical composition (ie: CaCo3 of
calcite) if known.

5.    To protect exhibit from dust and moisture, photos must be
placed in a clear flap seal bag available from the extension of-
fice for $0.15 each. DO NOT use the adhesive strip to seal the
bags.

6.    No lettering or dates are permitted on the front of the mount or
on the photo. No underlays or borders are to be used. No contact
prints on front of mount.

 7.    4-Her must be enrolled in the project. Photographs must be re-
sult of current year’s project work.

8.    Photographs taken with a digital camera and having no more
adjustments than exposure, color intensity and correction, one
click filter effects, red eye removal, cropping, dodging and
burning should be entered in the standard color or black and
white classes. Digital images that have had objects added or re-
moved, multiple filter effects applied or black & white and color
combined must be entered in the class for Computer Manipu-
lated Photos (class 4805).

 9.    Appropriate photo subject matter: Photographic subject matter
is expected to follow 4-H standards.

 4.    All electronic components of the robot must be adequately cov-
ered or concealed with a protective enclosure (paper coverings
are NOT acceptable).

 5.    Robot may be powered by an electrical, battery, water, air, or
solar source only. Junk drawer robots may be powered by a non-
traditional power source. Robots powered by fossil fuels/flam-
mable liquids will be disqualified. Robots that include
weaponry of any kind will be disqualified. Weaponry is defined
as any instrument, possession or creation, physical and/or elec-
trical that could be used to inflict damage and/or harm to indi-
viduals, animal life, and/or property.

small USB storage device; the rules will use “USB drive.”)

b. Weighs more than 3.3125 pounds (53 ounces or 1500

grams) at the time of launch;
c. Uses an 'E' engine or larger to launch (2D's, 4C's, 8B's, etc.);
d. The total impulse of all engines used in the rocket is greater 

than 20.01 Newton-seconds of thrust.
e. Models powered by rocket motors not classified as model 

rocket motors per NFPA 1122, e.g.: Average thrust in excess 
of 80.01 Newtons; contains in excess of2.2 ounces (62.5 
grams) of propellant and are limited to only H and I motors.

2. Exhibits are to be checked in by 3:00-8:00 pm Thursday.

Attach completed 4-H label to entry. 
3. Exhibitors may enter up to 2 entries in each class, maxi-

mum of 4 entries, plus 1 educational exhibit.
4.  The report that accompanies the rocket must be limited to

the Rocket Exhibit Information Form which is affixed to a
10" x 13" envelope. The envelope should NOT be attached
to the rocket stand or rocket. This may be downloaded from
www.KansasSpaceTech.com. Any rocket exhibit not in-
cluded in this completed envelope will receive an automatic
participation ribbon. 

5. Plans (or a photocopy) must be placed inside the envelope.
This includes original design rockets. If a rocket kit has
been modified structurally, notations need to be given indi-
cating the changes made, either by notations on the Rocket
Exhibit Information Form or by placing notes in the plans.

6. One or more photographs of the rocket at the launch site
are required. Photographs showing the rocket at the mo-
ment of ignition are preferred. Include at least one photo
showing the rocket construction. Photographs must be
mounted on one side of an 8 1/2" x 11" page. There must be
at least 1 page of photos and no more than 5 pages of pho-
tos. Do not include photos of members catching their rock-
ets as they return to earth. This is an unsafe practice, and
we do not recommend or condone this practice.

7. To exhibit in this division:
a. The rocket must have been flown.
b. Support rods must not extend past the tip of the highest
nose cone on the model.
c. Support rods must remain in the upright position, 90 de-
grees to the display base, do not angle. If support rods are
not perpendicular to the base, the judge should deduct two
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ribbon placings.
d. No model may be submitted on a launch pad.

8. Launches should not be conducted in winds above 20 mph,
and will constitute a disqualification of rocket exhibit.

9. All rockets must have a safe method of recover, e.g., para-
chute, streamer or tumble recovery. Any rocket without a
recovery system will be disqualified.

10. The altitude achieved by the rocket is to be determined
using a method other than estimation. Examples of ac-
cepted methods include altimeter, computer software, range
finders, etc. If additional space is needed to show calcula-
tions of how the altitude was achieved one additional page
may be added to the rocketry information pack.

11. Flight damage is to be documented by the participant on ei-
ther the construction plans or the Rocket Exhibit Informa-
tion Form.

12. The judging of flight damage is to be secondary to all other
aspects of the model and only then may it even be consid-
ered. However under no circumstance may flight damage
be grounds for disqualification.

13. Engines and igniters, under any circumstance, ARE NOT
permitted with the exhibit.

14. Engines ARE NOT to be used as display stands hollowed
out or otherwise; such entries will be immediately disquali-
fied.

15. Rocket engines must not be used to join multi-stage rockets
together.
a. Multi-stage rockets can be displayed without having the
stages connected together.
b. The different stages must be included to complete the
rocketry exhibit. Incomplete exhibits will be deducted at
least one ribbon placing.
c. Use of any engines to join the stages together ARE NOT
allowed.

16. Multi-stage rockets can be flown using just the final stage
and be considered fully flown.

17. If a safety violation is noted by the judges, superintendent,
or other staff, the exhibitor's rocket, at the judges' discre-
tion, will receive a participation ribbon. All information
necessary will be given to the NAR and TRIPOLI for in-
vestigation and possible revocation of membership.

18. If a fire ban is in effect for the county, participants are not
required to launch their rockets.

19. Judge may select 1 champion and 1 reserve from each
class. 

Construction Rules for ALL Rocketry Categories
1. Rockets are to be properly assembled according to the as-

sembly instructions.
2. Beginner kits with prefabricated fin assemblies, pre-fin-

ished rockets requiring no painting are not acceptable.
3. Plastic snap-together fins that do not require alignment are

not acceptable. 
a) This rule does not apply to plastic fins that must be man-
ually aligned and do not utilize a fin alignment mechanism,
including, but not limited to fin alignment rings or spacing
blocks.
b) This rule does not apply to fiberglass, Kevlar, extruded
foam, composite, or wood fins; especially when used for
“through-the-wall” fin attachment techniques that are com-
mon in larger rockets.
c) In addition, plastic parts for decorative and mechanical
purposes (i.e. decorative nozzles and moving landing
struts) are not considered fins and can contain plastic. Dec-
orative nozzles, etc. need to be securely fastened and not
pose a safety hazard.

4. Angles of fins must fall within a plus or minus 2 degree
variation using an approved fin alignment guide (such as
KSSTACI0). An official fin guide is available from
www.KansasSpaceTech.com

5. Fins should be rounded or streamlined to reduce drag on all
exposed sides unless instructions indicate otherwise.

6. Fins and body tubes are to be sealed with sanding sealer
and/or primer to eliminate the appearance of body grooves
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and wood grain.
7. Fins and launch lugs are to be filleted to reduce drag and

properly secure them to the model.
8. Any seams on plastic parts are to be sanded smooth.
9. The nose cone is to fit snugly but still allow for easy re-

moval.
10. Body tubes/airframes/engine mounts can be made from

suitable materials, including, but not limited to: reinforced
paper, cardboard, phenolic resin, specialized polymer
resins, fiberglass, Kevlar, or other suitable structural mate-
rials.

11. Exhibits must be uniformly painted and smoothly finished
or finished as per rocket instructions, and have decals ap-
plied smoothly.

12. Non standard surfacing (such as textured paint) may be
used if directed by the instructions, this includes scratch
built rockets.

13. Models may not be judged based on their paint scheme
(colors and placement on the rocket), with the exception of
rockets that fit the definition of a "scale model." All other
rockets do not have to follow the suggested paint scheme,
allowing the 4-Her to display maximum creativity in the
finishing of their rocket. Under no circumstances is the
weight given to the paint scheme to be sufficient enough,
by itself, to move the model from one ribbon placing to an-
other.

14. "Scale models" may be judged based on their paint scheme.
The judge may deduct up to one ribbon placing for not fol-
lowing the paint scheme: such entries will be immediately
disqualified.

15. Scale Model Rockets are to be finished and completed with
a majority (greater than 70%) of decals.

Model Rocketry Guidelines (ages 7 and up)
Purpose: Model rockets are generally small-to-medium sized
rockets that can be purchased at hobby stores or are small-to
medium sized model rockets that an individual(s) builds from
parts similar to those found in model rocket kits.
1. Rockets classified as high powered may not be entered in

this category.
2. Each rocket must be able to stand freely by itself or be sup-

ported by a solid base, not to exceed 4-1/4" thick and 8"
square.

3. If the model rocket is greater than 4 feet tall it can be dis-
played without a base, or displayed parallel to the ground
with up to 3 notched blocks not to exceed 4" in height
width and depth.

4. All exhibitors must comply with the NAR Model Rocket
Safety Code that is in effect as of October 1 st of the cur-
rent 4-H year.

Original Design Rocket Guidelines (ages 11 and up)
Purpose: To allow for youth to develop their own rockets (model
and high powered) in a safe manner that displays maximum 
craftsmanship.
1. Original design rockets cannot be a modification of a pre-

existing kit and must be of original design.
2. Original design rockets must be designed by the

exhibitor(s).
3. Original design rockets must include detailed instructions,

so that someone could construct the original designed
rocket just like a kit purchased at a store. Instructions can
be as many pages as needed to convey full and complete
construction techniques.

4. Original design rocket instructions should not include
copies of instructions in part or in whole from existing kits.

5. For a rocket entered in the original design classes, describe
in the summary how the rocket was tested for stability prior
to flying.

6. Up to 4 additional pages can be added to the rocketry infor-
mation pack detailing the test(s) performed to insure stabil-
ity. 4-Her's are strongly encouraged to provide as much
detail as possible.

Alternative Skins (ages 14 and up)
Purpose: Alternative skins are an advanced construction tech-
nique that allows the builders of model rockets to display maxi-
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mum design and creativity in their models. Alternative skins are
thin coverings over a supporting skeleton that serve as the finish
of a rocket as opposed to painting.
Construction and Operating Rules and Guidelines:
1. The General exhibit rules for ALL categories apply.
2. Use of alternative skins used for model aircraft is permitted

on rockets of original design provided adequate provisions
are made to prevent the rocket from catching fire during all
phases of flight.

3. When used in construction these alternative skins should
not be used as primary structure for the rocket. The rocket
should still be of sound design and construction to insure
safety for personnel performing launch activities as well as
others who are in the nearby vicinity.

Types of Covering:
1. Plastic shrink type coatings used for radio control model

aircraft are permitted. These can be obtained from various
manufacturers and hobby suppliers.

2. Other types of fabric coverings such as cloth types using
coatings for stiffness are permitted as long as all of the
rules set forth above are met.

Quality of Finish:
When the above finishes are used the following judging criteria
will apply in addition to those for judging other rocketry 
divisions.
1. Seams and transition areas will be uniform and even when

they are needed in the construction.
2. Gaps and holes are not permitted in the covering especially

where the fins or other stabilizing devices meet the main
body of the rocket.

3. Omission of these skins from the bottom of the rocket is
permissible. Paints and other types of coatings currently
used for rocketry may be substituted in these areas.

4. Alternative skins in this section may also be used in con-
junction with paints on the rocket. However, care shall be
taken to insure that edges of the alternative skins will not
peel off in flight.

High Power Rocketry Guidelines
Purpose: To allow for improved safety and judging of rockets
that meet the requirements of 4-H high power rockets.
1. Exhibitors must be at least 14 years of age by January 1 of

the current year.
2.  The rules for ALL categories apply.
3. In addition to the information packet completed for all

rockets, a high power information form is to be completed
and placed inside of the information packet. This may be
downloaded from http://www.Kansas4-H.orgl.Click on
KSF Packet link.

4. The NAR High Power Rocket Safety Code applies to the
construction and launching of all rockets displayed in this
division. As such all exhibitors must comply with the NAR
High Power Rocket Safety Code that is in effect as of Octo-
ber 1st of the current 4-H year. However in the event that
there is a modification in this code the SpaceTech Action
Team may review and implement the modified code.

5. All rockets in this division are to be launched under adult
supervision by the 4-H member who constructed the rocket.

6. If a rocket is launched using an engine(s) that has 160.1 ('H'
engine or equivalent amount of smaller engines) Newton's-
seconds or larger, adult supervision must be provided by an
individual having at least a level 1 high power certification.
The 4-H member should also hold or be attempting to attain
their level 1 high power certification, and should include
supporting documentation of such (a copy of Level 1 card
is sufficient).

7. If according to Federal Aviation Regulations Part 101, a
waiver is required to fly the rocket, a copy of that waiver is
to be attached to the High Power Information Form. In the
case where the launch was a public event a substitute to a
copy of the waiver is the Range Safety Officers (RSO's)
contact information.
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8. High Power Rockets may be displayed without a support-
ing stand. If a supporting stand is used, it is not to exceed -
1/4" thick and 8" square.

Exhibitors 7 to 8 years old
Class 279 - Rocket made from kit. Include plans.
Exhibitors 9 through 13 years old
Class 5520 - Rocket made from kit. Includes plans.
Exhibitors 11 through 13 years old
Class 5521 - Rocket designed by exhibitor; not merely a modifica-

tion of an existing kit. Includes original plans.
Exhibitors 14 years and older
Class 5525 -Rocket made from kit. Include plans.
Class 5526 -Rocket designed by exhibitor; not merely a modifica-

tion of an existing kit. Includes original plans.
Class 5527 -Rocket designed by exhibitor that uses alternative

skins; not merely a modification of an existing kit. Include origi-
nal parts.

Exhibitors 11 years and older
This class is designed to encourage teamwork among individuals

and clubs to work on a rocket from the initial design to the
finished product.

Class 5530 -Rocket designed by 2 or more exhibitors; not merely a
modification of an existing kit. Include original plans. 

Exhibitors 14 years and older
Class 5535 -High power rocket made from a kit or of original 

design. Include plans.

UNMANNED AERIAL SYSTEMS
Purpose: The 4-H unmanned aerial systems or UAS project ex-

plores the world from above the trees and discovers new fron-
tiers with UASs. Members explore the uses and applications of
unmanned aerial systems including how UASs link to other
projects such as geology, robotics, electronics, crop science and
many more.

    1.  The 4-H members must be currently enrolled in the 
     4-H Space Tech project to exhibit in this division.
    2.  Each exhibitor may enter one exhibit per class. Exhibit 
     must have been completed during the current 4-H year.
    3.  For 2017, display boards, posters and notebooks are the
     only unmanned aerial systems exhibits being accepted. In 
     2018, more classes will be added for UASs.
    4.  Unmanned Aerial Systems that include or depict weaponry 
     of any kind will be disqualified.
    5.  See the last section for full details about exhibiting poster,
     display boards and notebooks. 
4-H SPACE TECH EDUCATIONAL EXHIBITS - POSTERS, 
NOTEBOOKS & DISPLAY BOARDS. 
Purpose: To allow 4-Hers to explore Space Tech outside the

bounds of traditional projects for rocketry, robotics, astronomy
computers and unmanned aerial systems. All posters, notebooks
and display boards are listed in this section and have been re-
moved from the individual sections to save space. 

    1.  The rules for ALL categories apply.
    2.  For notebooks, display boards and posters, no additional 
     exhibit information is required; no manila envelope is 
     needed for these exhibits.
    3.  Exhibits in posters, notebooks and display boards may not 
     be just a static project, but must contain substantial 
     supporting educational materials in the form of posters, 
     notebooks or display boards, etc. 
    4.  Educational display boards, posters and notebooks should
     be creative and showcase details about the knowledge 
     learned in the project during the current 4-H year. Value is
     placed on youth who can deomonstrate how their skills 
     have increased while completing the project. Each exhibit 
     will be judged on uniqueness, creativity, neatness, 

 accuracy of material, knowledge gained, and content. An 
 exhibit judge score sheet will be available at: 
 www.kansasspacetech.com. For example, a rocket may 

     have crashed and/or is highly damaged that can’t be 
     launched again may be made into an educational display 
     or poster that tells a great story with many lessons learned.
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    5.  Follow copyright laws, citing all sources of information in 
     a standard notation on the “4-H Educaiton Rocketry 
     Exhibit Information Form.” Additional pages can be 
     added inside the Information Packet and should be labeled
     “Citations.” Sources of scientific information must be 
     cited on the front of your exhibit, including all posters and 
     educational display boards.
    6.  Education displays are not to exceed a standard 
     commercial 3’x4’ tri-fold display board. No cardboard 
     table table exhibits will be allowed. Must be pre-entered 
     by July 11.
    7.  “Construction Kits” that are part of Educational displays
     must be contained in cases (tackle boxes, sealable contain-
     ers, etc.) that may not be larger than 1’x2’x2’ and must
     have a latch which securely keeps all components 
     contained in the “Construction Kits.” Other components
     are to adhere to appropriate dimensions as stated 
     elsewhere.
    8.  Education Project notebooks must be organized in a 3-
     ring binder.
    9.  Educational posters must be no larger than a 20”x30” 
     poster board. Exhibitors are encouraged to laminate all 
     posters and diagrams or cover them with clear plastic film. 
     Any three dimenstional display exhibits may not be 
     thicker than 1”.
    10.Engine and igniters in rockets ARE NOT permitted with

the exhibit and constitute an immediate disqualification.
This is for safety reasons and includes both spent and live
engines.

    11.  Exhibits should possess the following qualities (in no
particular order:)

     a. A Central theme
     b. What you want others to learn
     c. Be designed and constructed in a manner
     befitting the exhibit
     d. Be something you are interested in
     e. Be related to model or high power rocketry
     f.  And those characteristics described above.

ning jars with matching brand (use Ball lids on Ball jars, or
Kerr lids on Kerr jars, etc.)two-piece lids. Ball and Kerr plaid
or fruit decorated lids are permissible, but fancy padded lids,
fabric overwraps or cozies interfere with the judging process
and should not be used. No fancy packs unless recipe states to
do so (ex.: Pickled asparagus). Jars must be sealed when en-
tered. For food safety reasons, the size of jars used mst not be
larger than the jar size stated in the recipe.) NOTE: There are
now 12-ounce and 24-ounce canning jars available. If there is
not a USDA recommended process time available for the 12-
ounce jar use the pint jar canning recommendation.

6.    Each exhibit must have the complete recipe and instructions at-
tached with the entry card.

The label must not cover the brand name of the jar. The label
must give: Class #, product, canning method (waterbath,
weighted gauge or dial gauge pressure method), process time,
pressure (psi) and date processed (month & year.) Refer to K-
State Research and Extension publications for information to
help you make informed, safe food preservation exhibit deci-
sions.

 3.    4-Hers may exhibit up to 4 different baked products  and 1 food

gift package. All products must be made from scratch, no mixes
allowed. Number of years in the project should be reflected in
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the difficulty of the food item prepared. 
4.   A baked product shall consist of 3 samples for items such as

cookies, muffins, biscuits, yeast rolls, no-bake cookies, soft
pretzels; 1 cup snack mix; 1 loaf for yeast breads and quick
breads; and 1 entire product for cakes, coffee cakes and pies.

 5.    Any item that can be removed from the pan should be placed
on a paper plate or covered cardboard cut to fit the size of the
product. If the item cannot be removed from the pan please use
a disposable pan. Sponge or foam cakes must be exhibited with
crust side up. Un-iced items must be placed in a plastic bag or
covered securely with plastic wrap. Iced items can be left un-
covered until after judging. The exception is for cakes made
with special designs such as bundt cakes. They should have top
crust side down.

 6.    Attach completed 4-H label to underside of plate or cardboard.
 7     Recipes are required for all entries. Recipes MUST be attached

to the OUTSIDE of the wrapped product with tape, string or
twist tie.

 8.    4-Hers are encouraged to make nutritional products and be pre-
pared to answer questions about the nutritional benefits of the
product, as well as the preparation techniques used.

 9.    For food safety purposes, any food with custard and dairy-based
fillings and frostings (ex. cream cheese) raw eggs, flavored oils,
“canned” bread, cakes in a jar, or food requiring refrigeration
will be disqualified and not judged. Refer to K-State Research
and Extension publication 4-H888. Judges Guide to Food and
Nutrition Exhibits, available at:
www.ksre.ksu.edu/bookstore/pubs/4h488.pdf, for information
to help you make informed, safe food exhibit decisions. Alcohol
(ex. wine, beer, and hard liquor) is not allowed as an ingredient
in food entries. Entries with alcohol in the recipe will be dis-
qualified and will not be judged.

10.   Decorated cake must be actual cake, not a decorated box/sty-
rofoam. Cake should NOT be covered in plastic wrap or placed
in a plastic bag.

11.   Modified non-perishable food product must be modified from
original recipe to nutritionally enhance the food product.

C. Causing an opponent to drop a live ball as a result of contact
by another thrown live ball. (occurs when a ball is being used as
a shield to block a thrown ball.)
D.  An opposing player stepping out of bounds. (To avoid get-
ting hit and not because he or she is retrieving a ball - in which
case you have 5 seconds to retrieve a ball, and come immedi-
ately back into the playing field.)
E.  If a person deflects a thrown ball with another ball, they can-
not get out (even if they are hit by the deflected ball). If some-
one catches the deflected ball, the person throwing the ball is
out.
F.� If a team has more players and all the balls they will have 10
seconds to throw a ball, or a player will be eliminated.
G.� Any ball hitting the back wall is dead (as if it hit the floor). If
a ball hits you, then the wall you are out. If the ball hits the wall
then you, it is a dead ball.�A ball lying on the floor shall be con-
sidered part of the floor.

9. Game begins by placing the dodgeballs along the center line.
Players then take a position at their back end line. Following a
signal by the official, teams may approach the centerline to re-
trieve the balls. Sliding is NOT permitted.  This signal officially
starts the contest.�

10. Each and every ball retrieved at the opening rush must first be       
taken to the back wall before it may be legally thrown at an 
opponent. Sliding is not permitted; you must approach the 
center line under control. If you cross the line, you are out.

11. The first team to legally eliminate all opposing players will be    
declared the winner.

12. A 10-minute time limit has been established for each game. If 
neither team has been eliminated at the end of the 10 minutes, 
the team with the greater number of players remaining will be 
declared the winner.
